PTA General Meeting Proceedings

Dear all parents,

On Wednesday, November 14" the PTA held the General Meeting. For those parents who couldn’t attend

the meeting, we’d like to update you with what were discussed in the meeting.
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Planned PTA activities and budget.

We've collected annual membership fee as 300,000 yen for this school year’'s budget. Our annual
activities were planned based on this fund. Please find the detail activity plan in the letter we sent to you
last week.

Upcoming events by the end of this calendar year include winter performance volunteer for making stage
props and decorations(we will send out a volunteer request sheet soon) and questionnaire for asking
your recommendation what to donate to school using about 130,000 yen from the budget. The school
will provide us a wishing list in a couple of weeks, so we will send you out another letter soon to inform
you of the list of school supplies in need and ask for your suggestions at the same time.

On April Sth(Sat), 2008, we will be holding the PTA Recycling Fair for the second time. This will be a joint
event with the Family Fun Day and so, we are cooperating with the teachers and staffs and also
expecting to have more parents to come and join us. We need to ask parent volunteers to help us run
this event by forming several subcommittees such as Refreshment, Entertainment, Bazaar, Movie,
Bell-mark, etc. We will send you detail information in February.

Also, we are considering of sponsoring the music competition in the Year End Performance. We will ask
you to vote for this at a later time.

PTA information channel using the Internet.

As you already know, the school has made a school-wide mailing list to include all parents for
broadcasting information. The PTA will be using the same mailing list to send you letters by email and
keep you updated frequently. However, we will also use printed form depending on the type of letter.
Placement of the PTA suggestion box

Ongoing PTA activities and outcomes
Outcome of proposals to school

® Health Day: The PTA board members helped the school event on Health Day. We served fresh
vegetable and fruit juice to all children, demonstrating the process of blending different kinds of
colorful vegetables in the multi-purpose room.

® Monkey-bar utilization: Last year, the PTA donated a monkey bar to the school. However, it has not
been used recently and quite a few parents claimed that it should be fixed in the playground so that
the students can utilize it more often. However, the school concerns that the playground has limited
space to include all kinds of activities and also, it might cause an unpredictable accident if a student
tries to use it in a wrong way without any teachers supervising. So, the PTA suggested that the



monkey bar should be utilized in PE class periodically and it will be included in the PE course
curriculum soon.

Unicycle and stilts for playground activities: There were requests from some parents to introduce
unicycles and stilts to the playground activities. The PTA proposed this idea to the school, and the
school agreed to test the stability and safety of both equipments as well as their staff knowledge (if
there is anyone who could teach the proper usage.) There are several unicycles already in stock
and the school ordered a set of stilts for trial usage.

Tricycles for preschoolers: There were requests from preschool parents to supply more tricycles so
that the preschoolers do not fight over the limited number of tricycles. The PTA inquired the school
about tricycle availability, and Mr. Hole replied to us that there may be some extra tricycles in
Shibuya branch school. If this is the case, we will ask the school to relocate those extra ones to
Campus B.

Ongoing proposals

Class representatives

To better communicate with parents, we would like to have a class representative from each class.
The class representative will be a liaison of the PTA and responsible for sending and receiving
information to/from class parents if it only matters to a specific grade. We are asking the school if it's
possible to nominate a class representative by the homeroom teachers.

English class for non-native mothers

There are requests from non-native mothers that they would like to take an English lesson at school.
The aim of this course is to be able to communicate with the teachers as well as to be able to read
the letters from school. We are asking the school if the school can provide this service at a
reasonable price. We already accepted an offer from a mother who is a native-English speaker and
she is willing to help us on this.

Additional design for the upper graders PE clothes and school bags

This is a request from upper graders’ mothers. The current PE clothes and school bag are not
fashionable for elder students and they would like to have a new choice of design. We will need to
discuss this with the school further more.

Admission to the Japan Council of International Schools

There is an association of International schools in Japan. YIS, Saint Maur, Aoba International
School are the members. We will propose the school that HJIS should become the member of this.

We requested the school’'s web vendor to change the PTA page, but it still stays the same. We are
waiting to hear from the vendor how they can address to our request of updates in a timely manner.
