Preschool-Ages 3-5 
Course Definitions 

 

 ̧ Theme of the week: Teachers will choose a different theme each week so that children can learn about different summer 

topics e.g.: the ocean, the beach, summer activities. The teacher will come up with a range of science, art, music, drama and 

craft activities based on this theme throughout the week.   

 

 ̧ Story Time: Students listen to a story based on the weekly theme. This helps improve listening skills and builds student 

vocabulary. It develops a positive attitude towards reading and books. By asking open ended questions during story time, 

students will be encouraged to develop skills to express themselves and be an active listener.  

 

 ̧ Alphabet and Phonics: Children take part in a “hands on” activity or worksheet based on learning letters of the alphabet/ 

three letter words/ rhyming words and spelling, depending on students’ level of development.  

 

 ̧ Video Time: While watching a movie based on the weekly theme, students build their English vocabulary through listening to 

English spoken in a natural manner.  They learn spoken language which improves on their natural pronunciation.  During the 

video time, students will watch a movie according to their interest, age and language level. 

 

 ̧ Music and Dance: Students get the chance to learn a range of different songs along with the actions. Students will learn the 

names of some of the musical instruments we have in class and will get the chance to play them and dance along with the 

music.  

 

 ̧ Art: Students will learn to use art tools and materials with care.  By observing her/his world like plants, animals, rocks, toys, 

people students will make drawings and paintings and crafts. 

 

 ̧ P.E: Children will take part in a range of sports and other games to help build gross motor skills and physical fitness.    

 

 ̧ Drama: Within drama, students and teachers will assume roles and enter to a fictional world.  They will develop their use of 

language and abilities to express feelings and ideas.  

 

 ̧ Board Games: By playing different board games students will develop their critical thinking, character and value skills. 

Students will be introduced various board games.  Unless the students do know the rules, teacher will explain them.     

 

 

  



 

Primary-Year 1-9  
Course Definitions 

 

 ̧ Theme of the day/week: Teachers will choose a different theme each day/week so that children can learn about 

different topics e.g.: the ocean, the beach, summer activities. The teacher will come up with a range of science, art, 

music, drama and craft activities based on this theme.   

 

 ̧ Story Time: Students listen to a story based on the weekly theme. This helps improve listening skills and builds 

student vocabulary. It develops a positive attitude towards reading and books. By asking open ended questions during 

story time, students will be encouraged to develop skills to express themselves and be an active listener.  

 

 ̧ Reading and Writing:  Students will be asked to read a text or passage and respond to it in writing.  Texts are 

based on the daily/weekly theme and are adjusted for age and reading level.  Besides improving reading skills and 

reading comprehension, this activity is good for practicing handwriting, grammar and sentence construction and 

critical thinking processes. 

 

 ̧ Show and Tell:  Students will bring interesting items from their family life to share with the other students.  This 

gives each student an opportunity to engage in a meaningful and personal discussion and at the same time improve 

on speaking and listening skills. 

 

 ̧ Language Games:  Puzzles, riddles and more!  Students will have fun using only language and the power of their 

minds to play these games!  Language skills will be practiced as well as critical thinking skills 

 

 ̧ Cinema: While watching a movie based on the weekly theme, students will build their English vocabulary through 

listening to English spoken in a natural manner.  They learn spoken language which improves on their natural 

pronunciation.  During the video time, students will watch a movie according to their interest, age and language 

level. 

 

 ̧ Music and Dance: Students will get the chance to learn basic musical skills and develop an appreciation for different 

styles of music from around the world.  Teachers try to incorporate music into their themes to enhance student 

learning. 

 

 ̧ Art: Based on the daily/weekly theme, students will be given the chance to learn and express themselves visually and 

tactilely through painting, drawing and other crafts. 

 

 ̧ Outdoor Activity: Students will take part in a range of sports and other games to help build gross motor skills and 

physical fitness.    

 

 



 

 ̧ Drama: Within drama, students and teachers will assume roles and enter to a fictional world.  They will develop 

their use of language and abilities to express feelings and ideas.  

 

 ̧ Board Games: By playing different board games students will develop their critical thinking, character and group 

participation skills. Students will be introduced to various board games.  

 

 ̧ Group Games:  Group games are an essential part of growing up.  Here they will learn many lessons in character 

education, interaction and communication with others while having fun.    

   

 ̧ IT Based LA (Language Arts):  Today, students need to be computer literate at a very early age.  This activity 

will use various applications such as Kid Pix, Word Processing, Paint and other games as educational tools to produce 

digital portfolios and illustrations. 

 

 ̧ Cultural Studies:  Students will discover the fun of exploring other societies and cultures from all around the world.  

This helps to build appreciation and tolerance for people different from themselves. 

 

 ̧ Back to Nature:  Students will learn about the environment and nature in an effort to enhance their understanding
