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Horizon Sendai Primary School is a Japanese Article-one school providing compulsory
elementary education. We use the same textbooks that are used in public schools
including those translated to English when available. We have received a “Special
Designated School” status from the Ministry of Education (Monbukagakusho) to
implement an English Immersion Program. Depending on the subject we use English
and/or Japanese as the language of instruction.
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Subjects and Annual Number of Teaching Hours (As of school year 2023)
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Curriculum Highlights
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*One lesson is 40 minutes. *English, Math and Science are allocated more hours than national standards.

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English Immersion Education

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What is Immersion Education?

Immersion education is a category within bilingual education, and it aims to develop skills in a target language by immersing the
learner into the environment of that language. This is not solely learning the target language but also learning various subjects in the
target language, thus developing language skills through a more natural process. Immersion education first started in Canada in 1960s
where English and French are two official languages, and now is being implemented in many countries and schools worldwide. In
Japan immersion education started in 1990s. Currently there are more than 10 primary (article-one) schools that implement English
immersion education.
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How are the lessons in an English Immersion Program? Is Japanese also used?
Lessons in an English immersion program are guided by English speaking teachers. Teachers only use English during instruction and
communication with the learners. In order to help understanding, teachers use body language, gestures, visuals and hands-on materials as

needed. The focus is given to communication and the understanding of content rather than grammar and learners are encouraged to
use the language actively without fear of making mistakes.
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How is Immersion Education implemented at Horizon?

At Horizon Sendai Primary School, a partial immersion program is implemented with about 50% of the instruction being in English language.
This is achieved by having two teachers for each class; Japanese and non-Japanese, where all English subjects are taught by the non-Japanese
teacher. Students are also encouraged to use English out of the classroom with their friends and non-Japanese teachers.
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Can students improve their academic skills by learning subjects in English?

Horizon aims not only to improve English language skills but learning skills in both English and Japanese. Math and Science are universal
subjects. While Math and Science are mainly taught in English, concepts are regularly reviewed in Japanese as well at designated
lessons. Moreover, to achieve academic success in both subjects, Math and Science are allocated more time compared to standard
teaching hours.
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Inquiry Based Learning (IBL)
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Students develop many important skills through IBL.
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IBL is a learning method in which learners are actively involved in problem solving and present the results in a form of presentation or production
of works. Through this learning, learners can acquire various skills such as problem setting, research, analysis, integration and expression.
